DANCES   WITH   DOGS
Dances With Dogs (DWD) has it’s foundation in heel work, but has subsequently expanded to include freestyle. 

It is relatively new and has just been approved by the ANKC as a competition sport.
Dances With Dogs encompasses both Freestyle and Heelwork To Music. 

Freestyle is a choreographed set of moves performed to music by dog and handler.   It combines dog obedience and dance in a unique and exciting way.  Freestyle is dancing with your dog and commonly referred to as “doggy dancing”.

Freestyle is not just heeling with music in the background, although heeling is an important part of freestyle. Handlers are encouraged to develop flare and individuality, and will often use costume to enhance a theme. 

You do not have to be a dancer, but a sense of rhythm will help. Your dog does not need to be an obedience champion, but should be able to heel or walk on a loose lead and able to perform a few basic commands. 

The nice thing about doing DWD is that even when competing you can talk and encourage your dog throughout.  
The bond between handler and dog grows and it’s so much FUN!
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
